Ensure all parts are available for
assembly. You will also require a
hammer, Philips screw driver and
wrench or pliers. 5 x screws
should have also been supplied.

Using the hammer, gently tap the
lid onto the tank, ensuring a tight
fit. The breather cap is then fitted
into the right hand hole (the
smaller of the two).

Use the hammer to gently tap the
lower half of the chimney in
place. Ensure the hole on the
chimney is aligned with the hole
on the lid, there are also three
screw holes in the base of the
chimney, which should also be
aligned.



Install the “return stack” onto the chimney fisgfore twisting down onto the lid
(this may require some manipulation).

Install and screw in the top piece, using 2 X ssrew

Use a wrench or pliers to pinch and pull the toghefbottom half of the chimney
stack to ensure a secure fit with the top half.ttyeap the top half of the chimney
onto the bottom half.

Screw the remaining three screws into the base
of the chimney.

Your frostpot is now complete.
